1. Commencement of Game

(a) The green may be closed prior to the commencement or at any time during the game by the Greens Superintendent or such other person as has been nominated by the club 

(b) If the green has not been closed as above, the decision to commence play or defer the start rests with the side captains. If they are unable to reach a decision, the decision rests with the umpire whose decision shall be final. 

2. During the Game

(a) Players may leave the green in the event of adverse conditions for a period of up to ten minutes. After this time an appeal may be made to extend the time. If side captains are unable to reach an agreement, the decision will be made by the umpire.

(b) An incomplete end shall be declared dead – Law 50.2
3. Reasons for Deferment/Abandonment

(a) Electrical Storm - Players must leave the green immediately 
(b) Rain – depending on the severity and consistency
(c) Darkness 
(d) Gale force winds

(e) Excessive heat 
(f) Condition of the green – eg slippery, too wet to hold bowl 

4. Abandonment

(a) the game may be abandoned if:

(i) the green is closed

(ii) there is insufficient time left to complete the game should play be resumed

(iii) the side captains, or in the event that they have been unable to agree, the umpire, declare the game abandoned.

(b) Players shall not leave the venue until either the green is closed or the game has been declared complete or abandoned by agreement of the side captains or decision of the umpire. Any team or side which leaves prior to such declaration shall lose the game by default.

5. Note.

No set procedures can cover every possible situation and common sense

and good sportsmanship should be used to determine any specific problem not covered by the above procedures.
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
